The season of Lent is a Catholic liturgical season
consisting of forty days of fasting, prayer, and penitence
beginning on Ash Wednesday and concluding at sundown
on Holy Thursday. The official liturgical colour for the
season of Lent is violet.

The word derives from the Middle English word lenten,
meaning springtime — the time of lengthening days. There
is biblical support for doing penance, but the season of
Lent, like all Catholic liturgical seasons, developed over
time. In its early three-week form, Lent was the period of
intense spiritual and liturgical preparation.
