Weekly Reflection. 
The ‘Clappers’ 

We recently carried out significant structural repairs in the bell tower to ensure the continuation of 

the most appreciated sounds of the bells as they ring out across our community. Bells by their 

nature are joyous and as they ring out the Angelus and other hymns, those hearing the sounds 

have minds turned instantly to God. 

As we approach Holy Week, my mind returns to my Altar Serving days when the ‘Clappers’ made 

their annual liturgical appearance. On Holy Thursday following the Mass of the Lord’s Supper, the 

church bells would fall silent and the ‘clappers’ were used until the Celebration of the Resurrection 

on Holy Saturday night. The sombre rhythmic sound of wood on wood focused our attention on the 

solemnity of the Passion of our Lord. The word ‘clapper’ comes from the Latin term ‘crotalus’ 

meaning ‘rattle’ and reminded the faithful of the earthquake that accompanied the death of Jesus 

on Good Friday. 

The ‘clapper’ disappears with the ringing of bells at the Gloria at the Holy Saturday Vigil, and the 

joyful bells swing back into life, for another year.
