Weekly Reflection  - Perseverance

We have computers and iPads and Google to give us an immediate connection and an instant answer. We become impatient if our text messages and emails are not responded to within seconds. If we fail to get immediate attention in a shop or bank or office we can be quite irritated. When did we become so demanding?
The downside of this immediacy is that we expect God to dance to our attention also. When we pray for a particular intention we nearly expect instant satisfaction. Nature points to the importance of patience and perseverance in life generally. Nothing of any value happens overnight – e.g. a weed will sprout up without warning, whereas a great oak matures over centuries.
In our relationship with God we need to persevere and realise that we are not going to change Him but that gradually he will mould us into better people. Through perseverance in prayer we grow in His love. (Fr. Shane.)
