	Weekly Reflection 
“Unless!”
Selfishness and self-righteousness are part and parcel of the human condition. We often adopt a bargaining mentality in our dealings and relationships – unless you do something for me, then I will not do anything for you. Few of us are big enough to do what is best without conditions. Thomas in today’s Gospel could not accept that Jesus had risen unless he could see and touch his wounds – his faith was dependant on conditions being perfect, and he almost excluded himself from God in the process.
Sometimes we attempt to do the same. We try to influence God by the things we do or refrain from doing – we want Him to conform to our way of thinking. If we wait until conditions are perfect before we make a move then the chances are we will miss the opportunity. Thomas was lucky in that Jesus made himself physically present to him, and he could say “My Lord and My God!!”
There are times when we need to act in faith – unsuitable conditions must not hold us back from faith in the Risen  ( Fr Shane)
