Now it is the turn of the Father to become prodigal, for he now is recklessly extravagant in forgiving his wayward son, ignoring his own hurt and the embarrassments caused to the family, killing the fatted calf and restoring the son to his place in the home.
The message for us is that our God is also prodigal. He is always waiting for us no matter what the failure for he knows that making mistakes is part of human living. Our God is unbelievably generous and forgiving – all we need to do is repent.
