Weekly Reflection 
“Do they know it’s Christmas?”
Some years ago a famine relief concert raised funds for victims of drought in Africa.  One of the more memorable songs was “Do they know it’s Christmas?” Well the question is even more pertinent in our world today as it was then.  Thousands of people have died in the terrible senseless unjust war in Ukraine, with hundreds of thousands displaced and turned into refugees here in Europe.  Closer to home there are large numbers homeless in our cities and towns, and we are all aware of the images of homeless people without shelter on these winter nights.  In the Gospel today, John the Baptist makes an entrance urging his listeners to prepare the way for the Lord.  His images are frightening, but then maybe they have to be if he is to get our attention over the noise and activities of the Festive time.  We may feel that there is not much we can do about the war or the refugees or indeed the homeless in our own country.  But I believe we can make a difference.  In this period of Advent may we pause and say a prayer for all who are homeless, and contribute to the charities such as St Vincent de Paul, Simon, Trócaire or whoever.
