Pilate’s image is a poor one. He is remembered as the weak-kneed ruler, who knew Jesus to be innocent, yet surrendered him to the mob. The mob’s image is not great either. They welcomed him with palm branches as the long-awaited Messiah, then howled for his blood a few days later.

Pilate failed to do what he knew was right; that is a very serious crime in a person with authority. The mob was fickle and easily led, as it always is. Pilate failed to live up to his responsibility, with terrible consequences. He was more concerned with his own political interests and survival.

Those who would take on leadership roles must also be willing to accept responsibility. As individuals we must do likewise. There are times when we need to accept responsibility for our words and our actions.

Failure to do so leaves us keeping company with Pilate!
